Carravagio (Part Two)

Andrew Graham Dixon returns to
Richmond for this event, to continue
his talk about his work on Carravagio.

Michelangelo Merisi da Caravaggio lived
the darkest and most dangerous life of
any of the great painters. The worlds of
Milan, Rome and Naples through which
Caravaggio moved and which Andrew
Graham-Dixon describes brilliantly in this
book, are those of cardinals and whores,
prayer and violence.

Andrew Graham-Dixon has spent a
decade piecing together the scraps of
evidence left of Caravaggio’s life and
here he answers questions that have
long puzzled scholars. He reveals the
identities of the ordinary people - often
prostitutes and the very poor - that
Caravaggio used as models for his
depictions of classic religious scenes;
he describes what really happened dur-
ing that fateful duel; and gives the most
convincing account yet published of the
extraordinary circumstances of Caravag-
gio’s death.

At the heart of the book are Andrew
Graham-Dixon’s readings of Caravag-
gio’s pictures; he shows how he created
their drama, immediacy and humanity,
and how completely he departed from
the conventions of his time.

As an art historian, Lisa Chaney was
intrigued to discover that the witty,
strange, and mesmerizing Chanel was
much more than muse, patron or mis-
tress to some of the century’s most cele-
brated artists, artists instrumental in
the creation of Modernism in early 20th
century bohemian Paris.

His book tells the interlocking early story
of five of the foremost British artists of
the twentieth century - Dora Carrington,
Mark Gertler, Paul Nash, C.R.W. Nevin-
son and Stanley Spencer - all of whom
were students together at the Slade
School of Art in London in the years im-
mediately preceding the First World War.

The theft of high-profile works of art is
not new and recurs on a fairly regular
basis. In 1994 two important paintings
by J.M.W Turner (then valued at £24 mil-
lion) were stolen from a public gallery

in Frankfurt while on loan from the Tate
in London. Sandy Nairne, who was then
Director of Programmes at the Tate,
became centrally involved in the pursuit
of the pictures and in the negotiation for
their return. In Art Theft and the Case of
the Stolen Turners he relates for the first
time this complex, cloak-and-dagger
story of the theft, the many efforts to
regain the paintings and the final return
of the pictures in 2002 to public display
at the Tate.

David Kynaston’s ground-breaking his-
tory of the City of London, published in
four volumes between 1994 and 2001,
is a modern classic. Now skillfully edited
into a single volume, it tells a story as
dramatic as any novel, while explaining
the mysteries of the financial world in a
way that we can all understand.

Stephen Armstrong -

The Road To Wigan Pier Revisited

This new work traces the same journey
taken by George Orwell on the classic
texts 75th anniversary, exploring the
extent to which the issues of poverty
and social injustice which Orwell found
then still exist today.

The Road To Wigan Pier is George
Orwell’'s 1937 account of the bleak
working and living conditions in the de-
pressed North of England. In describing
the misery of the country as it crawled
out of a grim recession, he helped fuel
a move for change that resulted in the
modern welfare state and health serv-
ice. In 2011, Armstrong argues the
post-war progress is receding. In this
event Armstrong reflects on descriptions
of living conditions in many parts of
Orwell’s book and argues that they are
exactly the same as can be found
endured people living in poverty today.
